HOMEWORK POLICY FOR ALL CLASSES IN THE UPPER SCHOOL:

Students who attend classes in the summer at Lakeside are expected to be in class
every day, to be on time every day, and to be fully engaged in class.

In addition to being punctual and being in class every day, students must also do all
of the assigned homework. Because of the importance of all students being ready to
fully participate in class, the following procedure will apply to all students:

If a student comes to class unprepared (did not attempt all homework), that student
will be given a warning and will be expected to complete the missed assignment for
the next day. The second time that a student comes to class unprepared, that student
will be excused from class immediately and sent to my office. Except in the rarest of
instances, the student will be dropped from the class and no refund will be awarded
to the family. For classes that award credit and record a grade, no credit will be
given and a failing grade will be noted on the transcript.
